At HVFC North we see ourselves as a community minded church.  We are made up of the families that work and live in southern Dutchess County, and as such, hope to keep all of run all of our special events with help of people who care for our community.


On the first weekend of December the HVFC North youth group and young adult group will be hosting its first annual Christmas in Toyland benefit event at the old buffalo burger lot on route 202.  This event will help benefit new facilities for our youth group, as well as help HVFC north continue to offer services like this event to the community.


We will be setting up a Toyland themed Christmas lot to kick of the season.  The festivities will begin on Friday, with a full spectrum of activities for the whole family. Our children’s church leader will be running a special arts and crafts program with the kids to allow them to color Christmas cards or make ornaments for no cost.  She will also be running a comedic skit with our children’s church, youth group, and young adult group that will be running every half hour. This skit has always been a very popular addition to any Christmas event, and is guaranteed to get the children laughing.  The free events for the evening don’t stop there.  We will also be offering free gift wrapping services, although people may donate a small amount if they wish.


In addition to our free events, HVFC north will be selling hot chocolate, hot apple cider, raffle tickets for a 50” flat panel hdtv, and our main event: Christmas Trees and Wreaths.  We have put down a considerable amount of money in order to bring fresh cut USDA #1 Douglas Firs, Fraser Firs, and Blue Spruces freshly delivered from Townshend Farms in Addison, NY.  Townshend farms has been very generous in offering us trees at a reduced price, and we would like to recommend anyone who needs a tree this Christmas to visit them.  They are also creating fresh 22” fir wreaths for the event.

Our final special event is our “Make your own DVD greeting card” event.  People can record a message onto a small DVD, and then send it to family that is two far away for them to see this Christmas season (ideal for military families, or people whose grandparents live far away.)


As you can probably tell this event has required a great deal of planning, and by offering so many activities for free, a great cost.  The only way this fundraising event can be successful is if we partner with the business in our community to make it happen.
